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This magnificent arch was commissioned by
the late Dr. Aureliano Urrutia and once served
as the entrance to his opulent estate,
Miraflores, located about a mile north of here
on Broadway. The Talavera-style tiles on the
front of this historic arch were made by the
famous Uriarte workshop in Puebla, Mexico in
the early 1920s. The concrete modeling on
the sides and back of the arch were made by
San Antonio’s late Dionicio Rodriguez, whose
trabajo rustico benches and bridges can still

be seen in Brackenridge Park and other parts
of the city,

This arch, made from materials and artistry of
San Antonio and Mexico, symbolizes the
strong cultural ties between our wonderful
city and Latin America.
